
Fire and Evacuation

What should I do if I am worried about a child? 

If whilst working with a child you become 

concerned about: 

 

• Comments made by a child 

• Marks or bruising on a child 

• Changes in the child’s behaviour or 

demeanour 

 
It is important to remember that it is not 

your responsibility to investigate suspected 

cases of abuse but you MUST report them 

to the designated safeguarding leads 

(DSL’s) as soon as possible.

Headteacher.  If your concern is about the 

Headteacher, you should report this to the 

Chair of Governors.
